Mr Jones has just completed a transcontinental ride from the most eastern point of Australia (Byron Bay) to the
most western town (Denham) and back in a time of five days, 21 hours and 17 minutes to set a world record as
the first transcontinental ride on the new 1400GTR and he did it twice.

Mr Jones is a member of the riders club known as the I.B.A. (Iron Butt Association) and was also the founder of
the motorcycle club known as the FarRiders, a club that lives up to its name.

Mr Jones named the bike Roku on the last stint of his ride. Roku is the Japanese word for six and symbolises the
fact that he completed the ride in less than six days.
